1. Introduction

Thank you for purchasing the XP-3000IIL data logger software. Please read this manual
carefully to ensure correct operation and management of the measurement results of the XP-
3000II series portable gas detectors.

The XP-3000IIL data logger software is a utility software named “Utility for XP-300011” that
enables users to receive/delete log data from gas detectors using Windows PC and Bluetooth
and edit/save the log data in PC.

To ensure its correct use, please read this manual along with the instruction manual for the XP-
3000II series gas detector.

Install the “Utility for XP-3000I11” software into your PC.
The installation CD is required only once, that is, when you use the software for the first time.

A typical installation procedure using a standard Windows 10 system is provided below.
Before starting the installation, close all other programs.

(1) Insert the installation CD into the CD-ROM drive of the PC.
Double-click on “SetupWin10_UtilityXp3000ii.exe” in the installation CD to start the
program. (Double-click on “SetupWin81_UtilityXp3000ii.exe” when using Windows 8.1)
If a security-related warning appears, click on “Yes”, “Execute”, “Continue”, or “Agree” to
continue the installation. The language selection screen may appear if your PC is
multilanguage compatible. If it appears, select the desired language.
The installer runs, and the ‘Setup Wizard’ screen appears.

To uninstall the “Utility for XP-3000I11” software, go to “Uninstall or change a program” from
the Windows menu. Even if the software is uninstalled, the measurement data will not be
deleted. The measurement data is saved in the “C:¥ProgramData¥UtilityXp3000ii¥Data”
folder.

“C:¥ProgramData¥” is a hidden folder. Unhide it through PC settings.

When using Windows 8.1, manual pairing is required each time. To pair with a Bluetooth
device, take the following steps each time.

*When using Windows 10, the gas detector will be automatically paired with the PC when
its Bluetooth is set to ON. Therefore, the following steps are not required.
